     Sometimes we can be extra-grateful that the cost of living in Southern California has gotten 
so ridiculously high — after all, it brought Darlene White to our area.  Nine years ago, Darlene 
came to Southwest Washington on vacation and toyed with the idea of moving here to be 
closer to her mother and finally buy an affordable home.  “God opened doors,” she says, “and 
everything worked out.” 
     Darlene has been teaching in the TRCS Child Development Center since 2001, specializing 
in preschool with four-year-olds.  She has an Associate’s Degree in Liberal Arts and Child De-
velopment from Santa Ana College and nearly 32 years of experience in working with children.  
“I always knew I wanted to be a teacher,” she says.  “When I was nine years old, I was working 
the church nursery and bringing all the small neighbor kids home with me to play ‘school.’”  
She was seventeen when she began assisting in a preschool, and she was instantly hooked.  She 
worked her way up in the school — from the Aide position to finally becoming the director of 
a school in Riverside, California, but teaching is always where her heart was.  “I like being with 
the kids more than doing the business end of things,” she says. 
     “I think we have a wonderful school,” Darlene says.  “We have a great academic emphasis, but the number one 
thing is that we are able to share Jesus.”  She describes her students as always eager and ready to learn.    In a prior   
lesson, her students observed a “Science Table” covered with caterpillars.  “At first some kids were thrilled by it, and 
others were scared, but by the end of the lesson, every child could hold a caterpillar,” she says.  “They’re always 
amazed by the world around them.” 
     “I try to help them be independent — to do things for themselves and think for themselves.  We build a good 
foundation here, but we’re nurturing while we do it.  We give lots of hugs,” she says. 
     Darlene has loved the experience of watching her students as they advance to higher grade levels at TRCS.  “They 
build relationships and have all these friends, but they still take the time to wave to me or say ‘hi,’ and I love to go to 
their graduations and see their milestones.” 
     During a typical school day, Darlene’s students enjoy a lot of singing, puppeteering and playing with the flannel-
graphs.  Every week she puts and emphasis on “God’s Special Child,” a randomly-chosen student, who is the subject 
of a daily song that she wrote, and is allowed to do special tasks in the classroom, including telling a Bible-story with 
her favorite puppet.  “I think the biggest challenge I have is finding time to do all the things I’d like to do with the chil-
dren,” she says.  “I have so many ideas!”  She’s looking forward to summer when her class keeps busy with water-play, 
field trips and riding their bikes outside the classroom. 
     In her own time, Darlene is an avid crafter, and loves painting, sewing and quilting.  She’s active with her church, 
and enjoys the bit of traveling that she’s been able to do across the United States.  In the future, she hopes to join a 
mission trip and visit other countries to share Jesus. 
     “I’m very content here,” she says.  “I like this area.  The director and the staff are wonderful, and I love my stu-
dents.”
